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ACTIVITY B: CLASSROOM HAZARD HUNT'

(for children aged 10—18 years)

Activity objective: Refresh students on potential hazards in a classroom and within the
school premises.

Time required: 20 minutes
Materials needed: Prepared checklist instructions.

Note to trainer: Hazards are all around us. Some hazards results from exposure- to a virus,
parasite or fungi. Some hazards exist in the form of gases and liquid. Fire is one of the
most common hazards at school or in a community. It is recommended that students
identify all potential hazards in a school and to consider the potential hazards in the
community that could affect the school.

Instructions

1. Explain the exercise and that students are to work with the handout (checklist). Pass
out the handout checklist.

2. Tell the students to identify and take appropriate steps for each of the tasks mentioned
in the list.

3. Tell the students that as they complete each task they are to put a tick mark in the box.

4. Have the students check their classroom safety score at the end.
